TO THE CITIZENS OF GREENVILLE:

First of all, please allow me to share how much I have appreciated the ability to work as your Superintendent of Schools here in School Union 60 this past year.  The cooperation, support, and feedback from the Greenville School Committee and the citizens of the Town of Greenville has been thorough, well intentioned, and positive as we all work together for the benefit of our schools and our school children.

The 2008-2009 budget was $3,365,126.65 while the proposed budget for 2009-2010 totals $3,407,356.40.  This proposed budget represents an INCREASE of $42,229.75 (1.25%) for expenditures towards education.  Due to the revenue side of the budget, the School Committee has made sure that this increase is NOT translated to the local taxpayer however. Please read closely below regarding revenue.

The revenue anticipated for the coming year includes a balance of $600,000.00 (last year’s amount was $500,000.00).  In addition, the state subsidy of $73,895.82 (last year’s amount was $125,901.86) a local with state of $1,851,433.32 (last year’s amount was $1,633,395.67) and a local without state of $426,924.79 (last year’s amount was $678,929.03).  These revenue figures coupled with $8,210.65 in Federal Stabilization funds, and a projected $422,493.00.00 in tuition monies all come together to fund this year’s budget.  This represents an actual total DECREASE to taxpayers of $33,966.87 to fund education in the Town of Greenville.

In closing, please allow me to once again thank the Town of Greenville for their flexibility and willingness to work with my office through these troubling and chaotic times.  You have been willing to work with me to make necessary adjustments and to advocate for our unique  needs as a geographically isolated community in rural Maine, and for that I am appreciative.  These are not easy times in education, but together we will persevere for our children.
