TO THE CITIZENS OF BEAVER COVE:

First of all, please allow me to share how much I have appreciated the ability to work as your Superintendent of Schools here in School Union 60 once again this past year.  The cooperation, support, and feedback from the Beaver Cove School Committee and the citizens of the Town of Beaver Cove has been thorough, well intentioned, and positive as we all work together for the benefit of our schools and our school children.

The 2008-2009 budget was $163,274.42 while the proposed budget for 2009-2010 totals $160,990.31.  This proposed budget represents a decrease of $2,284.11 for expenditures towards education or 1.4%.  Considering the increasing demands of fuel costs, and a higher requirement by the state for local funds, the school committee feels that this represents an appropriate budget request.

The revenue anticipated for the coming year includes a balance of $35,615.00.  In addition, the state subsidy of $6,315.59 (a reduction of $7,710.93 cents from last year’s amount), a local with state of $104,256.59 (last year’s amount was $86,135.56 with the increase due to increase valuation) and a local additional of $14,803.13 to fund the budget.  This represents an actual total INCREASE to taxpayers of $9,029.25 to fund education in the Town of Beaver Cove for the 2009-2010 fiscal year.

In closing, please allow me to once again thank the Town of Beaver Cove for their flexibility and willingness to work with my office through these troubling times.  With the budget validation process, you have been asked to change the way you approve the school budget by the state. You have also been asked to spend considerable time putting together a reorganization plan that was not a benefit to our community. For all of this work, I am appreciative. These are not easy times in education, but together we will persevere for our children.
